The pool is accessible to all individuals with disabilities or injuries by using a lift chair
or adaptive stairs. It is not necessary to know how to swim to participate in aquatic
physical therapy.

Common conditions treated include Fibromyalgia, Osteoarthritis, Back
pain, Sacroiliac dysfunction, Rotator cuff, Paraplegia/Tetraplegia, General
debilitation, Chronic pain syndrome, Neurological disorders, Lower extremity surgical
reconstructions & amputations

appointment. Aquatic physical therapy is covered under Medicare, and many
insurance companies will reimburse the cost of this service.
