Early intervention supports and services focus on increasing the child's participation
in family and community activities that are important to the family. In addition,
supports and services focus on helping parents and other caregivers know how to
find ways to help the child learn during everyday activities. These supports and
services are available for all eligible children and their families regardless of the
family's ability to pay. 

Services include the Office of Special Education Programs and Part C Early
Intervention Programs. DBHDS is the lead agency for Part C in Virginia.
