We
teach free homebuyer classes, support housing counseling, and help people with
disabilities and the elderly make their homes more livable  We also administer the
federal Housing Choice Voucher and Housing Credit programs in Virginia.  Virginia
Housing is self-supporting and receives no state taxpayer dollars to fund its
programs.  Instead, we raise money in the capital markets, and we contribute a
significant portion of our net revenues each year to help meet Virginia's housing
